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SHORT SYNOPSIS

Adventures in History is a documentary short film that reflects on the importance of
unearthing history and the unlikely quest of a single man. Called "a national treasure"
and a "Pied Piper of history," nonagenarian Jerry Wilkinson spent decades saving the
history of the Florida Keys from being forgotten, and in the process became a local
legend. With the participation of colleagues from Florida Keys museums and archives,
and his wife Mary Lou, the film provides a look into the life of a singularly curious and

charismatic adventurer.

Created by Jerry's
co-author, Laura
Albritton, the
documentary includes
beautiful aerials of the
islands, historic images,
and stirring music.

We asked all the interview subjects not only about Jerry, but also, “Why does history matter?”
We received really quite wonderful answers. It's not that knowing history will prevent us from
making mistakes, but it will allow us to understand ourselves. And as far Jerry Wilkinson is
concerned, history is the very best teacher of all. We also discovered another theme while
combing the footage, one which underlies the entirety of the film: how can a person live a rich
life on his or her own terms?

Somewhat to our surprise, the finished film depicts a love story as well. Viewers will appreciate
that being married to a person who follows an all-consuming passion is not necessarily easy,
but can lead to the adventure of a life-time. Working together with director J. Brian King and
engineer Zickie Allgrove, | believe we made a picture that reflects not only our passion for
telling this tale but also the irrepressible spirit of Jerry Wilkinson himself.
